University. Emma recently completed her PhD in History at the 
University of Melbourne. Emma’s research interests include global 
environmental governance, environmental history and diplomacy, and 
the relationship between history and climate change adaptation. In 
2017-18, Emma was a Fox-Zucker International Fellow at Yale 
University. Emma holds a Master’s Degree in International and 
European Studies from Monash University, and a Bachelor of 
Arts from the University of Melbourne.
