Times Square Park's transformation is complete!

The $544,000 Wyndham City upgrade also includes an accessible ramped path 
connecting the play space to the existing pram crossing and path network, expanded 
car park, new rubberised surface to the existing exercise equipment and pet-friendly 
features, including a drink fountain with dog bowl and bin with dog-bag dispenser. 

Located along Times Square in Sanctuary Lakes, these works have enhanced the park’s 
appeal and accessibility, and ensures there’s something for the whole family. 

ROSSLARE COURT RESERVE  
IS GETTING A MAKEOVER! 
We’re one step closer to breaking ground on the Rosslare Court Reserve 
upgrade, with Wyndham City awarding the construction contract for 
stage one works. 
Work will begin in early 2024, delivering 
a new play space, picnic areas, public 
toilet, and improved car parking. 

Future works in planning include a 
new wetland, large open lawn area 
and landscaping, half court, fitness 
equipment station, culvert (creek 
crossing) upgrade and dog off-leash 
area. 

These works will make Rosslare Court 

Reserve more family-friendly and will 
elevate the space to a district-level 
park, meaning it will cater not only for 
Hoppers Crossing residents but also the 
wider Wyndham community. 

This upgrade is part of Council's ongoing 
plan to address ageing infrastructure 
within several Wyndham reserves, as 
detailed in the Play Space Strategy and 
Open Space Strategy.

GET READY FOR

SAFER DRIVE 
Get your motor running – work 
to improve the condition of 
33 Wyndham City roads will 
begin shortly after Wyndham 
City awarded the construction 
contract for the 2023/24 Road 
Surface Renewal Program of 
works. 
This annual program gives local roads a 
new lease on life by stripping back and 
replacing the top layer of the road to 
stop water getting through and to make 
it smoother, safer and more enjoyable 
for everyday use. 

Road resurfacing improves the longevity 
and quality of our local roads, with each 
year’s program determined through a 
combination of Council monitoring and 
community feedback. 

Wyndham City is investing $2.635 million 
towards the Road Surface Renewal 
Program over 2023/24, with a further 
$8.4 million allocated to rebuild local 
roads via the Road Reconstructions 
Program.

WYNDHAM HERITAGE REVIEW 
STUDY DRAFT FINDINGS 
We have been working to protect 
our important history. Council is 
required under legislation to identify 
and protect heritage places. Heritage 
provides us with evidence as to how 
our community has evolved and 
developed over time. 
We welcome feedback you may have 
to ensure the accuracy of the draft 
recommendations for the protection of 
places and precincts.  

The draft findings have identified: 

•	 A total of 14 individual places in 
Werribee and three individual places 
in Little River were found to be of 
significance to Wyndham City and have 
been recommended for inclusion in the 
Schedule to the Heritage Overlay. 

•	 Other areas that have been found to be of 
significance to Wyndham City include: 
	- The Gibbons and Beamish Streets 

Residential Precinct  
	- The Campbells Cove and Baileys Beach 

Boatshed Precinct (Werribee South) 

In response to the unique context of the 
Werribee South intensive agriculture 
precinct and the range of heritage values 
within this complex cultural landscape, an 
additional piece of work has been prepared 
to develop recommendations for innovative 
approaches to the recognition and 
celebration of heritage values. 

The region’s Registered Aboriginal Parties, 
the Bunurong Land Council Aboriginal 
Corporation and the Wadawurrung 
Traditional Owners Aboriginal Corporation, 
were also invited to contribute cultural 
knowledge and perspectives of place and 
truth telling into the Stage 2 Study and 
Thematic Environmental History.

THE FESTIVE 
SEASON
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The Climate Futures and Environment portfolio works with the 
community and other stakeholders to respect, preserve and protect our 
local environment through renewable energy, recycling, habitat and 
conservation, waste and water practices. 

What a year! I’m pleased to say much has been done in 2023 to 
make Wyndham a more environmentally friendly place to live, work 
and play.  

We recently completed our annual tree planting program, 
planting about 5,100 trees in Wyndham streets and 3,600 in 
parks and reserves.  
This important project aims to provide 25 per centre canopy cover 
(shade) in streets and 35 per cent in parks and reserves to keep 
streets and open spaces cool and green. 

Meanwhile, two stormwater treatment wetlands in Wyndham Vale 
and Manor Lakes received an upgrade as part of Council’s Healthier 
Waterways Wetland Program, with works improving the quality 
of our natural waterways by reducing pollutants and creating a 
nurturing habitat for wildlife. 

We are also undertaking a review of Wyndham City’s cat curfew 
as part of our Domestic Animal Management Plan 2021-2025 to 
ascertain if the current curfew of restricting cats to their properties 
between 10pm and 6am is meeting the needs of our community. 

Cats out at night can sometimes be a nuisance to neighbours, prey 
on indigenous animals and run the risk of encountering feral cats 
that can spread disease through injuries resulting from fights.  

Last but not least, Council is taking the exciting step of creating 
greener transport options with four Electric Vehicle charging 
stations now operational across Wyndham.

As a meeting place for people of the Kulin Nation, Wyndham 
has a rich and diverse Aboriginal cultural heritage, with the 
Wadawurrung and Bunurong people the first to occupy the 
area now known as Wyndham. 

That’s why Council worked closely with Traditional Owner 
groups Bunurong Land Council, the Wadawurrung Traditional 
Owners Aboriginal Corporation and the Wyndham community 
when developing the Innovate Reconciliation Action Plan 2023-
25, which was officially launched recently. 

The plan seeks to strengthen and continue Council’s role in 
facilitating a whole of community approach to reconciliation. 

I’m proud of the work that has been done in this space and for 
what’s to come.  

In other news, this year has seen a record number of 
residents officially call Australia home after Wyndham City 
substantially increased its Citizenship Ceremonies to deal 
with a backlog of applicants, primarily due to several years 
of Covid-related restrictions. 
Did you know that Council conferred a record number of 
Australian citizens – more than 10,000 – in 2023? 

We understand how important citizenship is to our community 
and by putting on more Citizenship Ceremonies than ever 
before, including “Super Ceremony Days” where 500 residents 
are conferred at each ceremony, we’ve been able to ensure 
that people receive their citizenship promptly.
